With enrollment rising in response to the 
recession, the University of Idaho’s employ-
ment held at 4,800 in 2009.  Latah County 
also bene! ts from the stability of Washington 
State University and the growth of Schweitzer 
Engineering Lab in Pullman, just across the 
state line.

Technology transfer—spinning off businesses 
using products and technology developed 
by university researchers—is the main reason 
why professional services has grown consider-
ably over the last decade.  In 1998, about 30 
people worked in management, scienti! c, and 
technology ! rms in Latah County.  By 2007, 
170  did.  Two years, later, 230 did.  Major 
employers in this sector include Economic 
Modeling Specialists Inc., Anatech Labs, Eco-
Analysts, and Go Nano Technologies. 

The health care sector has thrived in recent 
years, growing to 1,069 jobs in 2009. Gritman 
Medical Center, which is the county’s second 
largest employer, added about 40 jobs in 2009 
bringing its employment close to 400. Frese-
nius Medical Care opened the Palouse’s ! rst 
dialysis clinic in August.

Moscow has two major economic develop-
ment projects under way.  The city received 
a $50,000 grant to make plans and prepare 
infrastructure for a 65-acre light industrial 
park.  It also plans to turn a 100-year-old grain 
elevator into dwelling units, retail space, and 
of! ce space.   

Federal, state, and local government kept their 
employment steady in 2009.  Stimulus funds 
helped school districts and local governments 
keep some jobs.  The Moscow of! ce of the 
Federal Defender Services of Idaho, which 
employed 16 people to defend the last appeals 
of death row inmates in Idaho and Washing-
ton, moved to Boise in May.
